2.2 Junior Treasurer

The Junior Treasurer Jonathan Richardson reported the following.

e |t was not possible to produce a full account of the financial situation as mistakes in
the 2002/2003 budget a re currently investigated. An overview will be produced
when the accounts finish at the end of Easter term.

e The current grant application is being written and will be submitted on 3 May 2004.

e Most significant problem is that the club can just provide two practice sessions
during the indoor season. Attempts to get permission to use the Cricket Centre
failed. Members have to pay extra to use other facilities at the Rifle Range or at
Netherhall.

2.3  Secretary

The Secretary Dominik Schindler reported the following
e The club currently has 64 members, of which 61 are subscribed to GNAS through
us.
e Membership includes one honorary member and two university staff members.
e 40 new members and 24 renewing members mean that there is a decrease in
membership from last year by ten members.

2.4  Novice Officer

The Novice Officer Tim Northover reported the following.
e The club recruited 37 archers who are new to the sport this year.
e |t was good to see so many novices continuing into the outdoor season.

2.5 Records Officer

The Records Officer Ursula Goniszewska reported the following.

3. Constitutional Amendments
3.1 First amendment
It was proposed to add the following article to the club’s constitution.

The amendment was passed with 16 votes in favour and one vote against.

3.1 Second amendment

It was proposed to add the following article to the club’s constitution.

“It is hereby recorded that CUB possesses the following trophies: Treasurer’s Tankard,
Women’s Trophy and the Elizabeth Grose Plate. The trophies, listed herein, shall be
awarded in accordance with the rules and as the Committee chooses in their absolute
discretion, the final decision resting with the Captain.”

The amendment was passed with 15 votes in favour and two votes against.

4.4  Equipment officer

reopened and Tim Northover was nominated by Dominik and seconded by Matthew. He
was elected with 16 votes and one vote for RON.

4.5  Novice officer

No nominations were received for the post of novice oficer, nominations were then
reopened and Pamla Custance-Baker was nominated by lan and seconded by Jonathan.
She was elected with 17 votes.

4.6 Records officer

No nominations were received for this post. The position will be left vacant until someone
suitable is found.

4.7  Publicity officer

No nominations were received on time for the post of publicity officer, nominations were

then reopened and James Berry was nominated by Pamela. He was elected with 16 votes
and one abstention.
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4.8 Social secretary
